Narrandera Schools as Community Centre

We would love the families of Narrandera East Infants School to make use of
the Narrandera Schools as Community Centre, and consider it one of the
community resources available to them fo assist with early years learning and
parenting. So each week we will let you know what is happening in the Tiny Tots
playgroup and advertise any events or courses we are holding at the centre.
The Tiny Tots group will be having a sensory experience this week, playing with
slime and water, doing collages, finger painting, investigating the feely bag,
singing songs that use our fingers, and eating fried rice and watermelon.

The following list was made after asking Mrs Babbs what were the five most
difficult habits to change or new skills to learn for kindergarten students.
Top Five Tips for Terrific Transition

1. Use correct pencil grip - whenever possible make sure your child is using
correct grip on pencils or crayons as this habit is one of the most difficult to
correct later.

2. Work on writing in lower case - many children write their names in capitals
or use capitals in the middle of words, another very difficult habit to break.

3. Cutting skills - help your children learn to use safety scissors from an early
age and draw some simple shapes, straight lines and curves for them to cut
out.

4. Correct use of pronouns (he, she, his, her, they) - many children come
to school very confused about what these words mean, so whenever possible it
is good to explain the correct use of ‘'he’ and 'his’ for 'boys’, and 'she’ and 'her’
for 'girls’.

5. Sing or read a lot more nursery rhymes together, or tell familiar
stories repeatedly - this can be started from a very early age, and is a very
important part of learning to read by becoming familiar with words and how
they are structured in sentences.
